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Welcome to the Reading Horizons Discovery® Kindergarten Weekly Student Packet! In this packet, you’ll find activities that 
students can do independently along with some activities that require the help of a fluent reader. Activities will vary from 
week to week, but each packet will include a combination of activities described below.

Most Common Words Cards
Most Common Words are words that appear so frequently in writing that students should know them by sight. Simply have 
the student read the words aloud to help them practice rapid recognition skills. 

Transfer Cards and Whole Class Transfer Cards
These cards are designed to help students practice a particular reading skill that they’ve learned. They can be used a variety 
of ways. Consider the following ideas: 

•	 Point to each word (in order or randomly) and have the student read it. 
•	 Read the word aloud and have the student write the word on a piece of paper. 
•	 Have the student illustrate the sentences on the cards.

Each skill lesson contains an accompanying Little Book showcasing words that include skills learned in the lesson. Encour-
age the student to read the book aloud to you. Then, read each comprehension question and allow the student to point to 
the correct response. 

Practice Pages
Instructions at the top may need to be read to the student. 

Sort and Spell Activities
In the Sort and Spell activities, the words can be cut out and moved into the appropriate columns on the sort page. The 
student could also use the words in the bank as a reference and write the words into the correct columns. 

Cloze Passages
The student should use the words on the second page of the activity to fill in the blanks on the first page. The passages are 
designed to include only words that the student has learned the necessary skills to read independently. 

Writing Prompts
Designed to help students write using skills they’ve learned, writing prompts may need to be read to the student by a fluent 
reader. 

Building Words Activities 
The student should cut out the accompanying letter cards. A fluent reader should read the Building Words Activity script 
aloud to the student while the student uses the cards to spell the words. In some cases, it may be smart to break this activity 
up into two sessions to avoid overloading the student. The Building Words Transfer Card uses words from the Building 
Words Activity in sentences designed to help students practice reading skills.

Games
Engaging games such as Bear It and the Blends Game are great tools for helping students practice their skills in a fun way. 
When games are included, you’ll find the instructions along with all the necessary components to play. Consider storing the 
game components (such as Blends cards) for future use.

Froggy
 
 Objective: To determine the number of words in a sentence; phonemic awareness.

Materials: Green construction paper; tape.

 Preparation: Using the green construction paper, cut out lily pad shapes. Tape them in a circle on the floor in 
the classroom.

 To play: Tell students they are to pretend to be frogs, and there are lily pads on the “pond” (floor). As you 
read a sentence, they hop from one lily pad to another for each word in the sentence. After you have read the 
sentence, have students repeat the sentence, counting how many words are in it. Instruct them when to begin 
to hop.

 Variations: 

1. Read a word, and have students hop from one lily pad to another for the amount of phonemes heard in 
the word.

2.  Say a word, and have students hop from one lily pad to another for the amount of syllables in the word.

Objective: Promote phonemic awareness.

Materials: Alphabet Cards; blackline master of the fill-in-the-blank page titled “G—My Name Is Gary,” found 
online at www.rhaccelerate.com.

To play: Give a letter from the Alphabet Cards to each student. The first student states her letter name and 
then must follow the pattern on the master page, thinking of names, places, and objects that begin with that 
letter. The master looks like this:

____—My name is _______, and my friend’s name is _______. We come from _______, and we like _______.

The following are examples of play.

A—My name is Alan, and my friend’s name is Anne. We come from Alabama, and we like animals.
S—My name is Steve, and my friend’s name is Sally. We come from Salt Lake City, and we like soccer.
Z—My name is Zack, and my friend’s name is Zelda. We come from Zambia, and we like zoos.
J—My name is Jan, and my friend’s name is Jacob. We come from Jackson Hole, and we like jumping jacks.
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
